MINUTES OF DECISION MEETING

February 1, 2016 – 1:30 P.M.
In attendance were Commissioners Paul Kjellander, Kristine Raper and Eric Anderson.  Commissioner Kjellander called the meeting to order.
The first order of business was APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING on Tuesday, January 26, 2016.  The Commission voted unanimously to approve the minutes as written.
The next order of business was approval of the CONSENT AGENDA:
2. Neil Price's January 29, 2016 Decision Memorandum re: Application of PacifiCorp dba Rocky Mountain Power to Cancel Schedule 117, Residential Refrigerator Recycling Program, Case No. PAC-E-16-04.

Commissioner Raper asked Mr. Price about the comment period and deadline for intervention, noting that it was atypical for the timelines to run simultaneously.
