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YOU ARE HEREBY NOTIFIED that on November 14, 2000, a Joint Application was filed by Idaho Power Company and Raft River Rural Electric Cooperative, Inc. requesting Commission approval of the sale by Idaho Power to Raft River of certain electrical distribution facilities in southern Owyhee County, Idaho.  Under an asset purchase agreement executed by the parties, Idaho Power will sell and transfer to Raft River the transportation facilities and pertinent rights-of-way to serve approximately 1,250 Idaho Power customers in Nevada and approximately 90 customers in Idaho.  On December 1, 2000, the Commission issued a Notice of Application and Notice of Right to Intervene in this case.  No Petitions for Intervention were received by the Commission.

YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that the Application together with supporting workpapers, testimonies and exhibits, have been filed with the Commission and are available for public inspection during regular business hours at the Commission offices.  The Commission Staff will prefile its testimony and exhibits on January 9, 2001.

YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that the Commission will convene a public hearing in this matter on FRIDAY, JANUARY 19, 2001, AT 10:00 A.M. IN THE COMMISSION HEARING ROOM, 472 WEST WASHINGTON, BOISE, IDAHO.

YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that all hearings and prehearing conferences in this matter will be held in facilities meeting the accessibility requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  In order to participate, understand testimony and argument at a public hearing, persons needing the help of a sign language interpreter or other assistance may ask the Commission to provide a sign language interpreter or other assistance as required under the Americans with Disabilities Act.
