On January 18, 2001, Idaho Power Company filed an Application requesting that the Commission convene a prehearing conference to establish the procedure for consideration of whether Statements of Policy and Codes of Conduct covering transactions between Idaho Power, its utility customers, and other subsidiaries of Idaho Power’s parent company, IDACORP, Inc. should be adopted.

BACKGROUND


As a result of informal discussions with Staff following the issuance of Order No. 28596, in Case No. IPC-E-00-13 it became apparent that the Commission desired to consider whether a Code of Conduct might be appropriate to address transactions between Idaho Power, its utility customers, and other subsidiaries of IDACORP, Inc.  Idaho Power contends that these subsidiaries provide non-power, non-utility products and services to it.  Accordingly, the Commission in Case No. IPC-E-01-2, Order No. 28649, established this new case to review the Statement of Policy and Code of Conduct for all IDACORP subsidiaries with the exception of IDACORP Energy Solutions.


Staff recommended that the Commission issue notice of this Application and set an intervention deadline for interested parties.  Staff recommended that the Commission should order that any party that wishes to intervene must do so within twenty-eight (28) days of issuance of the Notice.  IDAPA 31.01.01.071-.075.

YOU ARE HEREBY NOTIFIED that all proceedings in this case will be held pursuant to the Commission’s jurisdiction under Title 61 of the Idaho Code and that the Commission may enter any final Order consistent with its authority under Title 61.
