In your recent letter of October 13, 2000, you asked whether the Commission could increase your contract amount.  As pointed out in your letter, you did perform additional work which resulted in your total billing exceeding the maximum contract amount for compensation.

After discussing this matter with the Commission, I am pleased to report that the Commission has consented to increase the total amount of compensation reflected in the contract by $536.25.  Although this amount will not completely cover your bill, it does provide some additional compensation.
