Accordingly, the parties now stipulate that the procedural schedule may be revised as follows: [1:  AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. also is an intervening party, but has indicated to Staff counsel that AT&T may not actively participate in the case.  Counsel for AT&T also stated that AT&T has no objection to altering the schedule as set forth in this Stipulation.] 


	1.	Filing of direct testimony by Staff and intervenors on March 3, 2000.

	2.	Filing of rebuttal testimony by U S WEST and Citizens by March 30, 2000.


	The parties stipulate that the Commission should vacate the existing procedural schedule and issue an Order approving the schedule set forth in this Stipulation by the parties.
