This is to confirm our understanding regarding the presentation of testimony at the hearing in the high cost fund scheduled to commence on March 20, 2001.  In accordance with the instructions of the Commission in Order No. 28602, neither Qwest nor Staff will attempt to spread on the record testimony by their expert witnesses relating to cost models.  Specifically, Staff will not spread the supplemental rebuttal testimony of Ben Johnson dated February 28, 2001; Qwest will not spread the rebuttal testimony of Byron Watson dated December 15, 2000.
