On September 28, 1999, Midvale Telephone Exchange, Inc. and Sawtooth Telephone, Inc. filed a Joint Application requesting authority for Midvale and Sawtooth
 to increase local exchange rates and receive increased distributions from the Idaho Universal Service Fund effective November 1, 1999.
