Copsey, Deputy Attorney General, in response to Order No. 27403, the Notice of Application and Notice of Modified Procedure in Case No. UST-T-98-1, issued March 12, 1998, submits the following comments.

On January 7, 1998, the Commission received an Application from U S Telco, Inc. for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services within Idaho.  On March 12, 1998, the Commission issued a Notice of Application and Notice of Modified Procedure; Order No. 27403.  Comments were due April 2, 1998.
