 INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENTS

YOU ARE HEREBY NOTIFIED that on July 17, 2000, July 24, 2000, and July 18, 2000, respectively, Qwest Coroporation (formerly U S WEST Communications, Inc.) submitted amendments to three existing interconnection agreements between itself and DSLnet Communications, LLC; Pathnet, Inc.; and Integra Telecom of Idaho, Inc. for review and approval.  The Joint Applications state that the amendments were reached through voluntary negotiations without resort to mediation or arbitration and are submitted for the Commission’s approval pursuant to Section 252(e) of the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.

The Commission approved DSLnet’s underlying interconnection agreement on  October 19, 1999 in Order No.28180.  The Commission approved Pathnet’s interconnection agreement on February 9, 2000 in Order No. 28280.  The Commission first approved Integra’s underlying agreement on April 26, 2000, in Order No. 28360.


YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that the Joint Application states that DSLnet desires to add terms, conditions and rates for LIS Inter Local Calling Area (LCA) and Unbundled  Dark Fiber. 

YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that the Joint Application states that Pathnet desires to amend Part E, Unbundled Network Elements, with new terms, conditions and rates in accordance with the Federal Communications Commission’s decision in Docket No. 96-98 issued November 5, 1999.  See In the Matter of Implementation of the Local Competition Provisions of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, CC Docket No. 96-98 (Nov. 5, 1999).

YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that the Joint Application states that Integra desires to add terms, conditions and rates for Unbundled Network Elements Combinations, Customized Routing and Shared Interoffice Transport in accordance with the Federal Communications Commission’s decision in Docket No. 96-98. See In the Matter of Implementation of the Local Competition Provisions of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, CC Docket No. 96-98 (Nov. 5, 1999).


YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that Section 252(e)(2) of the Act authorizes a state Commission to reject an agreement reached through voluntary negotiations only if the Commission finds that

(i)
the agreement (or portions thereof) discriminates against a telecommunications carrier not a party to the agreement; or

(ii)
the implementation of such agreement or portion is not consistent with the public interest, convenience and necessity.

The parties jointly assert that the amendments to the interconnection agreements do not discriminate against other telecommunication carriers and that it is consistent with the public interest, convenience and necessity.  

NOTICE OF MODIFIED PROCEDURE

YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that the Commission has reviewed the Joint Applications and determined that the public interest may not require a hearing to consider the issues raised by the Joint Applications.  Consequently, the Commission has determined that these cases may be processed under Modified Procedure, i.e., by written submission rather than by hearing.  See Commission Rules of Procedure, IDAPA 31.01.01.201-.204. 

YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that the Commission may not hold a hearing in these proceedings unless it receives written protests or comments opposing the use of Modified Procedure and stating why Modified Procedure should not be used.  See IDAPA 31.01.01.203.

YOU ARE FURTHER NOTIFIED that any person desiring to state a position on these Joint Applications may file a written comment in support or opposition with the Commission within twenty-one (21) days from the date of this Notice.  The comment must contain a statement of reasons supporting the comment.  Persons desiring a hearing must specifically request a hearing in their written comments.
